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The rule is:

All ball players in the Just for Kicks Men’s/ Coed Softball league are to be properly attired in a uniform Shirt; different colored uniforms  are  acceptable. All uniform shirts are to have the name of the team on the shirt along with a number on the back of the shirt so that the opposing team can keep track of the batting order. There will be no duplicate numbers permitted.
Players cannot take off a uniform shirt and pass it on to another player. Players must wear their uniform shirt at all times, in the field and while batting.
Should a player remove his shirt while in the field playing a position and then put it on to bat, a strike is called to satisfy this rule.

In excessive heat a player or all players can take off their uniform shirt(s). It must be hung on the fence. There shall be an equal amount of shirts hanging for any and all players NOT wearing their uniform shirt.
The shirt rule is 2 fold. When the shirt rule is violated a

1. A strike is called on the batter as he enters the batting box. Should the umpire forget to call a strike it can be added later in the same at bat.
2. A 5.00 fine is imposed on the batter, just one for the entire game.
The umpires after the fourth (4th) week will notify the League Director of those teams not properly attired as to how many players are not wearing their uniform shirts.

The manager will be advised of the team fine up to twenty dollars ($20.00) for any one game. If this fine is not paid by the next game then the next game could be cancelled.

I do not want this to happen since the rules were made so that having a good time playing softball is the main theme, having uniforms makes everyone look good, which includes your team, your players and the league in which you are playing.
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As a post script, this league has never collected the 5.00 for not having a shirt. Please do not lawyer–up and begin a process of making a mockery of this rule. This league is not in the business of charging 5.00 for not having a shirt. If a team decides to press the league on this rule/issue then maybe the 5.00 charge per shirt will be considered for that team.
